Michigan's CMS Energy and its principal business, Consumers Energy, provide natural gas and electricity to almost 6.5 million of Michigan's 10 million residents.  Consumers Energy is one of the nation's largest combination utilities, with 1.8 million electric customers and 1.7 million natural gas customers in all 68 counties in Michigan's Lower Peninsula.  Consumers Energy is one of the few electric utilities which developed, owned, and operated electric transmission facilities for a century, but are no longer transmission owners in response to a FERC order. 

More than 4% of CMS Energy's electric supply comes from Michigan-based renewable energy facilities.  Consumers Energy's Renewable Energy Plan, approved in 2009 by the Michigan Public Service Commission, includes provisions to own and operate 450 megawatts (MW) of renewable energy, and buy 450 megawatts of renewable energy from independent developers for a total of 900 MW by 2017.  A capital expenditure of approximately $2.5B will support both the company’s investment and the development of renewable projects purchased under contract.   These investments are creating jobs and economic development in Michigan.
