Public Service Enterprise Group is a publicly traded diversified energy company with 2009 annual revenues of over $13 billion. PSEG currently employs approximately 10,000 employees and is headquartered in Newark, New Jersey.  PSE&G, New Jersey’s oldest and largest regulated gas and electric delivery utility, serves nearly three-quarters of the state’s population. PSE&G is currently developing the 500kV Susquehanna-Roseland transmission line, a $750 million investment.  PSE&G is also implementing several programs to increase the use of renewable generation in New Jersey and to expand the deployment of energy efficiency solutions to its customers.  It is investing $248 million to help finance the installation of 81 MW of solar power systems in its territory and is investing $515 million to own and operate an additional 80 MW of solar power systems on its own property and the property of municipal customers.  PSEG Energy Holdings is an unregulated energy-related business unit, pursuing solar and other renewable energy generation projects in the US.  It currently owns a 2 MW solar facility located in western New Jersey, and has 2 additional solar projects under construction in Ohio and Florida, totaling 27 MW.  The total investment in the three projects is $114 million.  PSEG Energy Holdings is also working with a partner to develop a 350 MW off-shore wind facility off the coast of southern New Jersey.  PSEG Power is one of the largest independent power producers in the U.S, with approximately 13,500 MW of generation capacity located in the Northeast, Mid-Atlantic and Texas markets.  With a fleet of both nuclear and fossil generation plants, PSEG Power operates one of the most balanced portfolios in the U.S.
